The symposium aims to provide recommendations to policymakers on how to 
fight against all forms of genocide manifestations. It will also raise awareness 
about the issue to critical stakeholders, particularly the youth and academia, by 
educating them about genocide ideology, genocide denial, and hate speech.

Close to 300 participants are expected to take part in this symposium representing 
relevant stakeholders and policymakers from the AU (AU Commission, AU 
member states) and Regional Economic Communities and Mechanisms 
(RECs/RMs) as well as international organisations, the diplomatic community, 
civil society organisations, research organizations, think tanks, academia, 
students, and media based in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia.
